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To Verify Driver Installation

3. If this entry doesn’t appear, shut down your system and make sure 

the PCI board is properly seated. Or install the PC Card adapter 

into another PCI slot and try again. 

 
Inserting/Removing the PC Cards 
Inserting the PC Card: There’s only one way the PC Card can be 

inserted into the slot. Do not try to force it in if you meet some 

resistance. 

Removing the PC Card: Simply push the ejector lever and the PC
